Grading scale and catalogue of achievements used in the scholarship application process
1. Average of grades – the number of points for the ranking corresponds to a given average, e.g. 4.85 – 4.85 points.
2. Scientific and artistic achievements related to the subject of the doctorate
The doctoral student has 5 achievement slots at disposal. In each of the slots, the doctoral student can place one achievement from the 2.1a - 2.1g or 2.2 categories (a total of 5 achievements in the entire application). A doctoral student may submit one achievement from categories 2a - 2f and 2.2 as a reserve in the event of failure to qualify any of the achievements. Additionally, each doctoral student has a special sixth slot for the 2.1h category (number of citations). The number of points for the ranking is equal to the sum of points corresponding to the qualified achievements. In order to confirm a given achievement, all documents listed as confirmation in point 3 must be submitted. In the absence of any of the documents, doctoral students are required to enclose an appropriate explanation with their application.

	2.1a
	Books and scientific publications

The PhD student provides an excerpt from the ISD TUL register of his/her percentage share in the creation of the work certified by co-authors or in the case of co-authors from outside Poland certified by the supervisor.

LPM – Number of Ministerial Points from the current ministerial list of scientific journals or scientific publishers.

Publication:
Publications issued or accepted for printing are awarded points. The ministerial list of scientific journals and the Impact Factor (according to the Journal Citation Report (JCR) list) in force at the date of accepting for printing/ publishing are taken into account. Abstracts included in supplements, conference materials, and popular and non-scientific articles are not considered.
Confirmation: a copy of the pages containing the title of the publication, the name and surname of the author(s) and the date of publication, information on the percentage share of the doctoral student. In the case of articles accepted for printing, a letter from the editor of the journal, confirmed by the supervisor, should be presented. In case of journals outside the list of scientific journals of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education, an excerpt from the JCR list with the current IF should be presented. In the form, the full name of the journal is requested.
Monograph, edited work, chapter:
A compact publication with the ISBN number (including scientific e-books) containing an element of novelty. The book must be characterized by scientific content. Teaching aids, instructions, scripts and abstract books are not awarded points.
Confirmation: information about the percentage share of the doctoral student and a copy of the pages containing the title of the monograph/chapter, name of the author(s), year and month of publication, table of contents and ISBN number. In the absence of pages containing the month of publication, a confirmation from the editor should be provided, in which the month is indicated.

	2.1b
	Participation in conferences / symposia / seminars

The conference/symposium/seminar (hereinafter referred to as the conference) must be characterised by scientific topics. The conference must have an affiliation of a university, a scientific research unit or a scientific association and be organized with the participation of a scientific committee or an equivalent consisting of, among others, the following 75% of the scientific or research and teaching staff of a higher education institution or a research and development unit with a minimum degree of PhD. 

An international conference is understood as a conference organized outside the country or organized in Poland, in which at least 30% of active participants have an affiliation of foreign scientific institutions (documents are required from which it will be clear that the above mentioned parameter concerning 30% has been fulfilled, e.g. a certificate from the conference organizer). The remaining conferences are considered as national.
Conferences with a minimum regional (inter-university) range are awarded points. Participation in the so-called virtual conferences is not given points. Points are awarded only to the presenter. The oral presentation must last at least 10 minutes (according to the schedule). Only one form of participation (poster or oral presentation) or an article published in the conference materials can be submitted from each conference. It is possible to register participation in up to two conferences
Confirmation: 

Poster - certificate or attestation of participation from the organizer in the conference (or photocopy of the ID badge if it contains the name of the conference and the name and surname of the participant), confirmation that the conference has a Scientific Committee, a copy of the pages of the conference materials containing the date and name of the conference,a  summary of the poster.
Oral presentation - a certificate or attestation from the organizer about the participation in the conference (or a scan of the ID badge, if it contains the name of the conference and the name and surname of the participant), confirmation that the conference has a Scientific Committee, a copy of the conference materials containing the date and name of the conference, a schedule of speeches indicating the time of the lecture and a summary of the paper.
In case of lack of an unambiguous enumeration in the conference materials of the presenter, a statement of co-authors is required, or in case of co-authors from outside TUL, a statement of the supervisor.

	Patents and protection rights (application)

Applying for and obtaining a patent: A patent application must be filed by the Intellectual Property Protection Section of Lodz University of Technology.
Confirmation: a copy of the patent certificate/application/provision of the design together with the percentage share of the creators.
Depositions of structures/sequences in scientific databases:
The structures accepted for inclusion in the scientific structural database (included in the Web of Science Core Collection) are awarded points.
Confirmation: Confirmation of structure acceptance in the database.

	Grants obtained through a competition 
In this category, points are awarded for obtaining funding to conduct scientific research as a result of an open competition based on the scientific achievements of the participant announced to the general public. The points are awarded on the basis of the amount of the grant written in the agreement. The basis for recognition of the achievement is an agreement between the TUL, the PhD student and the institution granting the funding. In case of grant executors, it is possible to demonstrate participation in only one grant.
A grant is understood as a state subsidy (governmental, ministerial, etc.), received from state scientific institutions (NCN, NCBiR, FNP, universities, PAN, PIAP, etc.), from European and international institutions (European Union, WHO, etc.) for conducting a specific research project.
If the grant covers more than one settlement period, a doctoral student may report this achievement until he/she receives a grant from the POWER program or the Rector's grant for doctoral students.

Confirmation: a copy of the first page of the civil-law contract, copies of the pages of the civil-law contract specifying the amount of the grant (manager only), the scope of duties of the doctoral student at the realization of a given grant (executor only), a statement that the doctoral student has not previously received the scholarship by reporting participation in a given grant.

	Awards in competitions

The scope of the competition is defined on the basis of the source of financing (in case of international competitions) and the competition regulations. The criteria of participation are taken into account, i.e. the competition for doctoral students of a given faculty - departmental range, the competition for doctoral students of TUL –  university range, the competition for doctoral students from the Łódź Voivodeship –  regional range, the competition for doctoral students of Polish universities - national range. In case of competitions divided into blocks/sections, the criterion of participation for a given block/section is taken into account (e.g. a nationwide project implemented independently by different universities within these universities is treated as a university competition) In this category points are awarded for winning one of the first three places in competitions of a scientific nature, based on scientific activity or related to the field of doctoral studies. The competition must have regulations. Distinctions are not awarded points. Competitions organized as part of the conference and scholarship competitions are not given points.
Confirmation: competition regulations, a copy of the diploma or certificate with a clear indication of the place.

	Scientific and industrial internships and training:
An internship/traineeship (hereinafter referred to as an internship) is called paid or unpaid work in a research centre or company.
The training is called any form of improving qualifications related to the scientific activity of a doctoral student (excluding language competences and full and postgraduate studies).
Points are awarded for internships or trainings in Polish and foreign universities, research centres and enterprises. The maximum number of points is awarded for an internship or training lasting at least 28 calendar days. In the case of shorter internships or training, the number of points is proportionally lower according to the formula:
Number of days * Maximum number of points / 28 = Number of points awarded
Internships and training must be closely related to the scientific activity of the doctoral student. Foreign internship/training is understood as an internship/training taking place outside Poland.
In the case of online training, the following conversion rate applies: each 8h of training = 1 day (rounded down to the lowest integer); the hourly dimension of the training must be demonstrated). Internet training is scored as training in Polish research units of category A and lower and in companies.
Confirmation: a document on the company's cooperation with a scientific unit of TUL (in the case of an internship in the company), a certificate on the completion of the internship/training course containing the name and surname of the doctoral student, place and date of the internship/training course, duration or hourly length, scope of work (in the case of internship)
